DEADLINE: 

 

 All materials must be received no later than February 15, 2019 at the address below. 

 

ELIGIBILITY: 

 

 Applicants must be female and legal residents of Racine County, Wisconsin. 

 Applicants must be continuing or enrolled in a either a two or four-year accredited degree- 

granting institution as a full-time student (12 or more credit hours per semester). 

 As of the fall semester, 2018, four year applicants must be enrolled as either juniors or 

seniors. Two year accredited institution applicants must be sophomores. 

 Applicants must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or above. 

 

APPLICATION PACKET: 

  

a. The attached two-page application, completed.   

b. The essay described below.   

c. A copy of your financial aid form (FAFSA) from your college/university.    

d. An official copy of your transcript(s) from all colleges/universities attended.   

e. Applicants will also need two current (within the past year) letters of recommendation:  one from a 

dean, professor, teacher or advisor, and the other from a non-academic source (no family members or 

guardians).   These letters may be sent with the packet or separately. All materials must be sent to the 

address below and received by the deadline.
